House Judiciary Chairman Lamar Smith (R-TX) has introduced legislation
to deal with rogue sites by enhancing the government’s ability to defend against
the theft of intellectual property and to punish those who commit such crimes and
profit from the efforts of manufacturers. The NAM will continue to advocate for
the protection of intellectual property, manufacturing and the workers who help
drive our economy.”
